Cllr Geraghty stated that the production of a new Village Design Statement by Marianne Hopton is indeed proving to be an enormous and complex undertaking.   Work continued on it throughout the various lockdowns with interruptions only at Christmas, the run-up to the  Chute Parish Council election in April/May and the summer holidays.   Lisa Jackson has been extremely helpful with her advice and input, notwithstanding a very heavy workload.
Wiltshire Council is urging villages to produce a Neighbourhood Plan which is not suitable for the Chutes and a Village Design Guide is being recommended to Wiltshire Council to be acceptable.

15.  KGF Report Cllrs Stock/Geraghty

Cllr Geraghty updated that a detailed report on the condition of the Pavilion had been received from Tony Stock. Mrs Wall advised that a further meeting is being arranged with Mr Stock to discuss his report.

16.  Parking on Lower Chute Green

The Clerk advised that complaints had been received over parking on Lower Chute Green and proposed that posts are installed on the corners to deter parking. The posts would match those on Chute Cadley Green which have worked very well. A consultation with the local resident will be made.
